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Purpose:
The following General Order has been created to provide a standardized schedule and method of cleaning the Fire Station, and the inspection and cleaning of all apparatus assigned to each Company / Group.

Scope:

It is important for the health, safety and welfare of all Department members that the contents of this General Order be followed. It is critical that the sanitation of all areas be maintained to eliminate the development and growth of any bacteria or diseases they may effect the membership of the Department or the general public.

It is equally important to maintain the state of readiness of all Department apparatus and equipment. Regular inspections combined with a regular cleaning and maintenance program will assure that the Department is ready to respond to the needs of the community.

Policy:

All members shall comply with the provisions as set forth in this General Order. Failure to complete the outlined station duties, apparatus inspection and maintenance can directly effect the Department’s ability to respond to the needs of the community.

Non compliance or deviation from this General Order shall be handled at the lowest level of authority when possible (Captain or lieutenant). If the problem is not corrected it shall be reported to the Deputy Fire Chief for resolution.

The following shall be completed daily/weekly: 

1. Sweep, mop and all floors 

2. Clean bathrooms 

3. Ensure all rooms are clean and presentable

4. Empty all trash can

5. Clean vehicles (interiors and exteriors)if needed

6. Conduct training as scheduled

7. Perform pre-fire plans & inspections as required

8. Complete additional details / duties as assigned 

9. Wash and clean kitchen area 

10. Clean refrigerator 

11. Put trash out to the curb, Tuesday morning before 8am

The following shall be completed for monthly details: 

1. Check all vehicle inventories 

2. Sweep, mop and all floors (as deemed by the oic)

3. Clean bathrooms

4. Ensure all rooms are clean and presentable

5. Empty all trash

6. Complete additional details / duties as assigned

7. Complete dusting of the station, wash windows.

8. Wash windows apparatus bay

9. Check compressor fluids, breathing air and station 

10. Wash down apparatus floor

11.  Check all station fire extinguishers and initial

When supplies are needed for replenish, revert to SPEQ-9.
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
