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Purpose:
The following General Order has been created to provide a method of plowing the Fire Department grounds. 

Scope:

It is important for the safety and welfare of all Department members and the community that the contents of this General Order be followed. It is critical that the all areas be maintained to provide the ability of the department to function during a snow event.

It is equally important to maintain the state of readiness of station Effective snow removal will assure that the Department is ready to respond to the needs of the community.

Policy:

Snow removal is an essential part of the ability of the department to be able to respond to any and all needs to the community.  During a snow event the "shift supervisor" shall have the responsibility to ensure that plowing of the facilities is effective in a priority approach.  

First priority is that the apparatus is able to safely exit the buildings to respond to incidents. Cleaning the aprons of the stations and removal of windrows of snow to allow safe exit of the stations shall be done regularly during a snow event.

Second priority should be to make parking space available to responding off duty personnel. The need to provide ample space for personnel to park safely is important for additional apparatus response.  

Third priority is for clean up.  Cleaning of walkways and doorways should be completed with sanding/salting when necessary.  Pushing snow banks back, final scraping of the aprons and parking lots completed.   Plow driver shall clear doorways if the station is unmanned.

Day of the Week, time of day, and event size will dictate the operation of snow removal. Continuous evaluation and operation shall be completed to ensure the priorities are being met. Over night events will require periodic monitoring of the accumulation to ensure all facilities are cleared for weekday regular business operations. At a minimum, the shift supervisor shall check the snow accumulation at 0600 and take appropriate action.

Plowing Operations

Station

Top Parking Lot: Push snow towards the Main Street side. Keep sign clear of snow build up (banks). DO NOT pile snow along fence.

Bottom Parking Area: Every attempt should be made to push this snow from the Ferry Street though the guard rail opening’s. Push remainder of snow along retaining wall. Being careful of concrete lip.

Ramp: Push to snow toward bottom parking lot. 

Cisterns: while plowing cisterns, be careful not to hit 4.5 connection. Push snow as far away to area as possible. Do not damage private property.

Hydrants: when pushing back hydrants use V pattern as must as possible or make pass in front of hydrant.  Use caution not to hit hydrant or cause property damage. 

Note:


1. If the plow truck becomes disabled, request assistance from DPW for plowing.

2. At no time shall snow be plowed, shoveled or snow blown into the street or onto sidewalks
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
