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PURPOSE
The purpose of this GO is to establish procedures for the Allenstown Fire Department when responding to small quantity (smaller than 20 gallons) petroleum spills.  Larger petroleum spills or incidents involving other hazardous materials may require more definitive action by other state and local agencies.

SCOPE
This document pertains to PETROLEUM PRODUCTS ONLY: spills involving other hazardous materials /wastes should be reported to the State of N.H. Department of Safety and Dept. of Environmental Services.

NOTIFICATION - ALL PETROLEUM SPILLS

When Allenstown Fire responds to any petroleum product spill over 5 gallons, the N.H. Hazmat number 1-800-346-4009 shall be notified.

The following information shall be forwarded:

 1. Allenstown Fire Department

 2. Your name/phone number

 3. Our Incident Number

 4. Incident location, size and product name if known

 5. Whether or not the incident commander is requesting a response.

 6. Date and time of the spill

 7. Name and phone number of the responsible party if known

 8. Location of the nearest surface water

 9. Whether a clean-up contractor has been hired (if required)

10. The cause of the incident

The name of all persons and/or agency contacted shall be logged on the incident run sheet as well as a description of the action taken.

SPILLS GREATER THAN 20 GALLONS

If the quantity of petroleum product exceeds (20) gallons or threatens groundwater or surface waters as defined by the USEPA, the responsible party must also notify the USEPA via the National Response Center at 1-800-424-8802.

The following must be reported by USEPA definition:

· Spills of any amount that reach the surface waters of the state

· Spills on land that will ultimately impact the surface water or ground water of the State

· Spills of any amount that enter a storm and/or sanitary sewer system (these spills should be reported to the wastewater treatment facility operator and/or public works department)

· Spills on land greater than 20 gallons
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
