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PURPOSE

The following General Order establishes the procedure for operations at a motor vehicle accident where a rescue or extrication is involved.

Fire Alarm – Fire Department will be initially dispatched accordingly. Additional apparatus may be required at the scene and shall be requested by the O.I.C.

If the Rescue has been requested to the scene for extrication, an additional Engine will also be dispatched to the scene to set up protection handline(s) and to assist the Rescue and Ambulance crews.  

Duties of each company:

Private or FD

Ambulance ‑ 1. Assess conditions for possible hazards ‑ fire, hazardous materials, etc.

            2. Call for additional help when required.

            3. Control hazards as necessary with available capabilities (disconnect battery, extinguish fire w/ portable extinguisher, etc.)

            4. Provide emergency medical care as soon as conditions will allow.

Engine Co.‑ 1. Assess hazards and control.

            2. Assist ambulance crew.

            3. Assist rescue crew with stabilization, extrication, etc.

Rescue Co.‑ 1. Assist engine crew with hazard control.

            2. Perform forced entry, extrication as required.

PROTECTIVE CLOTHING REQUIRED

Engine and Rescue Companies:

Turnout Coat

Helmet

Gloves

Boots

Night hitch pants

AMBULANCE CREW
The Operations conducted at the scene of a motor vehicle accident present a number of dangers both visible and hidden.  The ambulance crew shall operate as directed below:

1.  If the incident and vehicle are deemed safe and no hazards exist the use of protective clothing may be relaxed by the Incident Commander.  

2.  If the situation has not been deemed safe by the Incident Commander, all personnel shall be required to wear all protective clothing.

3.  Any time the ambulance crew is required to work inside a vehicle and the engine and rescue crews are performing extrication, the ambulance crew shall be required to wear their protective clothing.
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
