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PURPOSE

The following General Order establishes the procedure for Industrial Accident responses.

Definition ‑ Any accident at or inside a commercial or industrial occupancy or on a construction site where injuries and special problems are encountered will take more manpower and equipment than normally carried on the ambulance.

Examples:  Building collapse

           Person caught in machinery

           Person trapped under a log pile

           An airplane crash

Fire Alarm ‑ Department will initially be dispatched according to the Nature of the Incident.  Any additional apparatus needed at the scene shall be called for by the O.I.C.

Duties of each responding company:

The first arriving crew shall assess the conditions for possible hazards such as live electrical wires, hazardous materials, fire or explosion.

Private or FD

Ambulance ‑ 1.  Take necessary measures to eliminate or minimize hazardous conditions (such as shut down power, mask up, etc.)

            2.  Provide emergency medical care as soon as conditions will allow.

            3.  Assist the engine and rescue crews if required

Engine Co.‑ 1.  Take necessary measures to eliminate or minimize hazardous conditions (such as shut down power, mask up, pull line or evacuate the area).

            2.  Assist ambulance crew as required.

            3.  Assist rescue crew with stabilization, extrication, etc.

Rescue Co.‑ 1.  Assist Engine crew with hazard control.

            2.  Perform stabilization, extrication, forced entry, etc. as required.

The OIC shall institute command for the incident and request additional manpower to handle the situation if required.  

Note:  All Industrial accidents must be reported to the N.H. Department of Labor.

SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

1.  Power tools including the Hurst tool, saws, etc. are not to be used without proper ventilation and without a charged line in place.

2.  If victims will be trapped or pinned for extended periods, advanced medical personnel should be called (Paramedics) to assist at the scene.

3.  In situations such as building collapse, landslides and cave-ins the responding crews must take every precaution to minimize ground movements.  The incident Commander shall in these situations shut down all ground traffic in the area.

4.  The Incident Commander shall request any special equipment needed to handle the incident.  This equipment may be requested from other Fire Departments, Public Utilities or Public Works.
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
