PURPOSEtc  \l 1 "PURPOSE"
The purpose of this General Order is to establish guidelines for certifying members as qualified drivers of the Allenstown Fire Department Apparatus.

PRIVATE 
SCOPEtc  \l 1 "SCOPE"
In the event that the Department purchases a new piece of apparatus the required driving time to become familiar with the apparatus shall follow manufacturers training requirements. In the event that no suggested procedures are in place, the training officer will submit a suggested training proposal to the Fire Chief for approval. All plans will include a minimum of at least one hour of nighttime driving.

When a new member of the Department begins employment with the Allenstown Fire Department without prior experience driving fire apparatus, or other emergency vehicles. The employee will complete a minimum of five hours driver’s training per apparatus, of which at least one hour will be nighttime driving. At the discretion of the Training Officer, additional hours may be assigned above the minimum five hour requirement. 

Should a member with prior experience driving fire apparatus, ambulances or other emergency vehicles as deemed appropriate by the Fire Chief become employed by the Allenstown Fire Department, the following shall apply:

At a minimum, the member will conduct two hours of driver training, one hour of which will be nighttime driving.

At the discretion of the OIC, the member may become qualified to drive the piece of apparatus.

(.
In the event, the OIC is not satisfied with the members performance additional hours may be assigned.

It will be the responsibility of the OIC to complete all necessary paperwork and forward it to the Training Officer.

Note * - This policy does not alleviate the responsibility of the member to complete the operator check off sheets. It solely deals with driving of the vehicle.
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
