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PURPOSE:

The purpose of this policy is to outline a uniform procedure for the Allenstown Fire Department when requested to respond to communities for mutual aid.

Station Coverage: 

When the Allenstown Fire Department is requested to respond Mutual Aid  (station coverage) with an engine, the following shall apply: 

a. Personnel shall respond to the station with traffic (no red lights or sirens).

b. The apparatus shall respond with traffic

c. The apparatus shall respond with a maximum of three (3) personnel, an Officer, Driver Operator, Firefighter.

Requests for Apparatus to the Scene: 

When the Allenstown Fire Department receives a request to respond directly to the scene of an incident in a community, the following shall apply:

a. Personnel shall respond to the scene with due-care to the station.

b. The apparatus shall respond with red lights and siren.

c. The apparatus shall respond with a full crew four (4) people if possible, an Officer, Driver Operator, and two firefighters.

Note: A mutual aid response list is posted for each month.  Personnel shall wait a reasonable time to allow the personnel listed for the month or week to arrive. 
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
