PURPOSE

It has been the policy of this department as a condition of employment for full time employees that individuals obtain and maintain a Commercial Drivers License (CDL).  The Allenstown Fire Department shall continue this policy and require the maintenance of a CDL.

GENERAL

On August 1, 1989 the State of New Hampshire adopted the Commercial Motor Vehicle Safety Act of 1986 (CMVSA) to set new minimum standards for regulating and licensing commercial drivers. Under the CMVSA individual states have the option to exempt the fire service.  The State of New Hampshire has granted the exemption and does not require a CDL for fire department drivers. The Allenstown Fire Department requires a CDL in order to drive the department's apparatus with exception of utility vehicle, and forestry units O1,O2.

The department shall fund the CDL as follows:

A copy of the new license, photocopy of the canceled check and a purchase order work sheet shall be submitted to the for payment.  Additional endorsement such as motorcycle shall not be paid by the department.

Fire Fighter Information: 

Although a CDL it is not required to be a Fire Fighter, a CDL license is required to drive and operate Fire Department apparatus. Any Fire Fighter that is working towards becoming a driver for their company’s vehicles shall be afforded the following.

     1.  The department shall provide the proper vehicle for

         the class license being obtained.   

     2.  A training program shall be provided to all members

         to assist in preparation for the CDL test on

         department time.

     3.  Any retest due to failure shall be the responsibility

         (financially) of the individual involved.

     4.  All members shall have personalized training

         available if a retest is required.

Department Member's Responsibility:

1.  Notify the department within two (2) weeks of notification from the State of N.H. Division of Motor Vehicles of the license renewal date.

2.  Provide the department with a photocopy of the current license and any future license.

3.  Follow all regulations under the CDL requirements

4.  Surrender all licenses to the State of N.H. except the license of your home state.  
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
