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PURPOSE

     The following General Order shall apply to all fire department operations in buildings that are equipped with residential sprinkler systems.

     In the event of an alarm activation in a building with a system, a pumper will be assigned to standby at the fire department connection for the building.

     If there is any indication that there is a fire in the building or if the sprinkler system has activated, then the system support piece will lay the appropriate hose line size into the fire department connection and standby until it is a confirmed working fire.

     If it is a confirmed working fire, then the pump operator will supply the system with a pressure of not less than 80 lbs. and not more than 100 lbs. of pump pressure.

     Once the line has been laid into the sprinkler connection for a working fire, it shall be left in place until the overhaul operation has been completed. The driver may shut the lines down, at the direction of the Incident Commander, but they are to stay hooked into the system until the operation is completed.

     In the event of a fire in a building that is equipped with a system, a two member team will be sent to the sprinkler riser with a portable radio at the earliest possible time to assure that the sprinkler valves are in the open position.


Note: If in the event that the owner(s)or their representatives are not able to respond to the property the Hudson Fire Department shall attempt to secure the property and isolate and utilities that may be necessary.

     In the event of a fire or a sprinkler activation the fire department will standby until the owner(s) or their representative arrive on-scene and the building is turned over to them.
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
