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PURPOSE:

An order to remove or remedy unsafe conditions shall be issued upon an owner of a property that has consistently been found not to be in compliance with any state law, code or standard regarding an unsafe act or condition that is consistent with New Hampshire State RSA 153:14.

The statue states in part "whenever (s/he) shall find any condition which endanger that safety of persons in a public building or other structure which, for want of repairs, lack of, or insufficient fire escapes, automatic or other fire alarm apparatus or fire extinguishing equipment, or by reason of age or other dilapidated condition, or from any other cause, is especially liable to fire, as which is so situated as to endanger other property, or... conditions dangerous to the safety of such building or to property therein, or to lives and safety of the public..." shall be issued a written order.

Using the above mentioned statute, the Hudson Fire Department shall issue orders to initiate legal proceedings to rectify such code violations and unsafe conditions.

The issuing/requesting party shall list the reasons why the order is necessary and provide any and all documentation to the Fire Chief in writing before the order is approved. The Fire Chief shall sign Allenstown Fire Department Form upon review of all the necessary information regarding the order. All possible channels shall be explored to rectify any violation and unsafe condition before an order will be reviewed and issued by the Fire Chief.
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
