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Purpose: 

This General Order establishes the policy of incident reporting required to be completed by the state of New Hampshire and the Allenstown Fire Department.

Scope:

All fire incidents that the Allenstown Fire Department responds to requires a New Hampshire Fire Incident Report System (NHFIRS) report. All medical responses require the completion of an EMS report and a Fire Incident Report. 

Responsibility:

Incident reports are to be completed by the officer in charge who responds to the call. In the event that an officer did not respond, then the senior ranking firefighter, with the assistance of other personnel shall complete the reports. 

Note: All fire reports that involve; deaths, injuries, building collapse, working fires or town buildings shall be completed and submitted as soon as possible.

Policy:

The FireHouse program is a computer program the department uses to report to the state of NH. This program is a multi level program that includes all of the required forms that need to be completed.


The more an incident escalates the more levels of the report are required to be completed. All incidents require the completion of the basic report. Structure fires require completion of the form including complex, estimated dollar loss, damage/travel from smoke/fire and detection performance. Mobile equipment requires the fire form and mobile property forms.


Incidents involving fire related injuries or deaths require the completion of additional reports for fire service personnel as well as civilians.


Once the incident reports are completed they shall be printed and forwarded to the Deputy Chief for review.
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
