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PURPOSE

Juvenile fire setting is fast becoming a nation wide concern.

A juvenile is considered an individual between the ages of 0 to 17.  

The Fire Prevention Officer shall be notified of any incident where a juvenile has been involved in or suspected of the setting of a fire. The Fire Chief shall be notified in his absence.    

Should a parent or guardian of a juvenile call or walk into the station claiming that their child has been involved in any type of fire activity, the following information shall be gathered by the Department member:

  1. Parent's Full Name

  2. Parent's/Child's Address

  3. Parent's Phone Number

  4. Child's Full Name

  5. Child's Age 

  6. Type of Fire Activity

The member shall advise the parent or guardian that the Fire Inspector will be in contact with them.  It is very important that the parent or guardian not be given a specific dates or time as to when the Fire Inspector will be contacting them concerning the matter.  

Under no circumstances shall an employee of the Allenstown Fire Department other than the Fire Prevention Officer council or advise a juvenile fire setter without prior approval of the Fire Chief.

Note: All correspondence concerning any juvenile fire setter activities shall be forwarded to the Fire Prevention Officer in a sealed envelope or via e-mail. Incidents involving juvenile fire setters are confidential in nature.
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
